
Permits
You may purchase a permit to park in one of the 
following designated lots: 

■■ Maple
■■ Juniper
■■ 7th Street Garage

A permit guarantees a space and allows in-and-out 
privileges. Maple and Juniper lots require encoded 
campus ID cards for entry. 

Passports
The Parking Passport is a pre-paid parking option 
allowing daily parking in most campus lots at a 
discounted rate. This program allows in-and-out 
privileges, and parking spots are subject to daily 
space availability. Passport holders may register  
only one vehicle.

Gold Passport 
Valid in any daily-fee lot or garage on campus

Silver Passport 
Valid in any lot west of 7th Street 

Bronze Passport 
Valid in any lot west of 5th Street

Evening Lots 
Gates for Juniper lot open at 4:45 p.m. for 
Passport holders. The gate for Maple lot opens  
at 5:15 p.m. 

Temporary Alternate Vehicles
You may obtain a temporary day pass if using 
an alternate vehicle (e.g., a rental car). Please 
call Parking & Transportation Services with your 
passport number and the temporary vehicle’s 
license plate number to avoid being ticketed.

Part-Time Option
Pre-paid, part-time permits are available on a 
semester basis. You can customize them for any 
days Monday through Thursday. 

Multiple Vehicles
Second and third vehicle decals are available 
for $5 each. You may only park one vehicle 
at a time in a permit lot. Additional vehicles 
for the same permit may be parked in a daily-
fee lot. Otherwise, all vehicles will be ticketed 
for fraudulent use of a permit. If you receive two 
violations, your permit may be revoked.   

Temporary Alternate Vehicles
Please call Parking & Transportation Services to report 
alternate vehicles (e.g., a rental car). Please provide 
the permit number and alternate vehicle’s license plate 
number to avoid being ticketed.
